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About Internews

Internews works to improve access to information for people around the world by fostering independent media and promoting open communications policies.  Internews’ programs are built on the conviction that providing people with access to vibrant, diverse news and information empowers them to make their voices heard and to participate effectively in their communities.

Formed in 1982, Internews Network, Inc. is a 501(c)(3) organization incorporated in California.  It is a founding member of Internews International, whose members currently work in 47 countries worldwide, spanning Africa, Asia, Europe, the Middle East, and North America.  

Internews currently has offices and/or implements projects in Afghanistan, Algeria, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Bahrain, Belarus, Belgium, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Bulgaria, China, Côte d’Ivoire, Democratic Republic of Congo, Egypt, Ethiopia, France, Georgia, India, Indonesia, Jordan, Kazakhstan, Kenya, Kosova, Kyrgyz Republic, Lebanon, Macedonia, Mexico, Morocco, Mozambique, Namibia, Nigeria, Pakistan, the Palestinian Authority, Romania, Russia, Rwanda, Serbia, Tajikistan, Tanzania, Thailand, Timor Leste, Tunisia, Ukraine, United States, Uzbekistan, Vietnam, and Yemen.

As of July 2004, Internews had worked with 2600 radio and television stations and print publications and had trained 32,000 media professionals worldwide. Last year Internews produced or facilitated the production of 1500 hours of television and radio programming, which reached a potential audience of 199 million radio listeners and 152 million TV viewers.  Internews has advocated for fair media laws in seventeen countries, and has worked for open and accessible Internet policy and liberalized telecommunications policy in 34 countries.  
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Internews Network is primarily supported by grants. Funders have included the AOL-Time Warner Foundation, the Beagle Foundation, the Carnegie Corporation of New York, the Gregory C. Carr Foundation, the Coxe-Otus Fund, the Ford Foundation, the GE Foundation, the Government of the Netherlands, the W.K. Kellogg Foundation, the John S. and James L. Knight Foundation, the John D. and Catherine T.
